Selected medical students will receive up to $1,500.00 to be used during their four week ward or
Medical ICU rotation. Additionally, any rotation fees will be waived. It will be given in the form of
reimbursement for travel & transportation costs, food, and lodging. This will be awarded upon
successful completion of the rotation and following submission of all necessary documentation/receipts.
